Let's do an overview of Vayeira,
Chayei Sara, Toldot, and Vayeitzei as
far as prayer goes.

The p'sukim the Gemara points to for

the establishment of Shacharit by

Avraham, Mincha by Yitzchak, and

Maariv by Yaakov are found in

Vayeira, Chayei Sara, and Vayeitzei.
Each pasuk is paired with another

pasuk in Tanach to make the point.

This does not mean that Avraham
Avinu davened Shacharit as we know
it. But he did pray and he did pray in
the morning. Similar for Yitzchak and
Yaakov.

What we do see, though, is the way
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the Avot spoke to G-d. We have
details of Avraham's attempt to pray

on behalf of the people of S'dom. And

Yitzchak and Rivka praying for a child
(which is why we include Toldot in the

range of sedras). And we read of
Yaakov's petitions and pleading with

G-d for protectionand needs.

There's a lot more to say, but I'd like to

¢ jump from the Avot to the banim, that

IS, to us.

Let's take as an example, the first
prayer of our day. The 12 word
sentence that we say upon awakening
- MODEH (or MODAH).

MODEH can be rattled offin 5 seconds
- or it can be said a bit slower and with
feeling. We can take a couple of
seconds before we say it to remind
ourselves that we are about to talk to
G-d. And that means (I hope) that we
believe in Him and in Prayer to Him
and only to Him. And that we believe
that we each consist of a body and a
soul, which are partnered for life. And
that we cannot take for granted that
we will wake up in the morning. Some
people don't. And when we do wake
up, we owe G-d a debt of gratitude for
His kindnesses. Now say MODEH, and
you are off on the right path for the
rest of the day. Use your day well.

S Rashi quotes the Gemara that
tells that when Yitzchak was born,
scoffers said that Avraham and Sara,
who were old and childless for so long,
had found a baby and claimed it as
their own. Avraham invited the leaders
of the nations, their wives and infants,
and Sara miraculously was able to
wet-nurse all the babies - not just her
son Yitzchak. (The Gemara points to the
plural "banim" in 21:7.) Then the
scoffers accepted that Sara bore
Yitzchak, but chided Avraham that
Avimelech was the father (since
Yitzchak's birth followed Sara's abduc-
tion). A miracle occurred and baby
Yitzchak was the very image of his
father Avraham, until the scoffers pro-
claimed, "Avraham sired Yitzchak".

S Earlier, the Torah tells us of the
generations of Yishmael b. Avraham.
That seems to be in balance with the
beginning of this sedra, which speaks
of Yitzchak, except: [1] the Torah makes
a point that Yishmael is the son of

To-I'dot (in the Yishmael context) is
spelled without VAVs, implying that
something was missing. To-lI'dot of
Yitzchak b. Avraham; it was Avraham
who fathered Yitzchak. And the word
To-I'dot is spelled with its VAV.

Concerning the spelling of TOL'DOT -
The word occurs 12 times in Tanach.
For Yishmael, the word is without any
VAVs zcl z. With a first VA\zcl ez,

it occurs 7 times: Adam, No'ach, B'nei
No'ach, Sheim, Terach, Yitzchak, and
Aharon & Moshe. This one seems to be
the “regular" spelling, since the
CHOLOM-TAYV plural is usually without
a VAV in the Torah (i.e. with a CHOLOM
CHASEIR). With a second VA&, z, it

is used for Yaakov and Eisav. And with
both VAVs,zecl ez, it is used for
HASHAMAY IM V'HAARETZ (the

We go out of our way to write
TO-L'DOT because of how common it is
in the yeshiva world and among
Anglos, to mispronounce the name of
this week's sedra, twice. First, the word
should be accented on the last syllable,
not on the next-to-the-last syllable as is
very common in certain circles. This
mis-accenting is very common with
people's names as well as the names of
the sedras. Israelis and S'faradim don't
have this problem. The Moshes they
know, they call mo-SHEH. We (the
aforementioned Anglos) say MO-sheh.
And so on. Last week's sedra was
cha-YEI sa-RA, not CHAyei SA-ra, as we
would say.

Which syllable to accent aside, the
other problem with the pronunciation
of this week's sedra is the SH'VA under
the LAMED. Most common mispro-
nunciation is TOL-dot (or TOL-dos).
That treats the SHVA as a
syllable-closing SH'VA NACH - which it
Is not. Rather, the first syllable is TO.
The LAMED has a SH'VA NA under it
and it attaches itself to the DOT
syllable. So the two syllables are TO and
L'DOT, which is why we often write it

It isn't the end of the world to day
TOL-dot; it's just not correct.

Yitzchak is 40 years old when he
marries Rivka (3 years after the
Akeida). The Torah emphasizes
Rivka's family background.

Safe to say that most of us learned from
way back that Rivka was 3 years old
when she married Yitzchak. This notion

is based on the Torah's telling us of the |

birth of Rivka right after the portion of

the Akeida. Yitzchak was 37 at the time

of the Akeida and the death of Sara
Imeinu. He married at 40, hence Rivka
was 3 at the time.

However, Chizkuni (an early commen-
tary of Torah and of Rashi) argues that if
Rivka was only 3, there would be a
discrepany in the chronology of the
rest of her life. We have sources that
indicate she was 133 at the time of her
death. Working backwards with various
events, we find that she was 14 when
she married Yitzchak. The account of
Nachor's family - including Rivka, does
not necessarily mean that she was just
born at the time of the Akeida. The
Torah is just introducing us to Rivka in
order to bring her into the picture, so to
speak, as Yitzchak is about to take over
the mantle of Partiarchhood from
AvrahamAvinu.

S Commentaries say that Rivka
was unaware that she was carrying
twins; she thought the turmoil within
her existed in a single baby - THIS had
her very upset; she was somewhat
calmed by the Divine message of her
carrying twins. Another commentator
suggests that Rivka knew she'd have
twins but did not see the benefit of
bringing a Yaakov into this world if it
meant also having an Eisav. Part of the
reply to her question "why do | need
this?" is that her conclusion was wrong.

Take a look at Rashi. Two great nations -
these are Antoninus and Rabbi (Yehuda
HaNasi)... It can be suggested that the
Divine message to Rivka, was that even
though there will great tension and
friction between the descendants of
the twins she was carrying, Yaakov and
Eisav, there will be an example of a
Roman (from Eisav) and a Jew who will
truly get along and that is the hope for
the future when the nations of the
world will all recognize Israel's role in
the world and their special relationship
with the One G-d Who will then be

Eisav's providing food for him (or
deceiving him - based on various
drashot). Rivka's love is unconditional.
Pirkei Avot says that only an uncondi-
tional love will endure forever.

Yaakov is preparing a lentil stew for
his father(The Gemara tell us that this
was the day that Avraham died; Yaakov
was preparing a traditional mourner's
meal for Yitzchak.)

a garment (exactly the two items that
Yaakov used to deceive his father) to
bring about their deception. If we
accept the idea that Yaakov was
supposed to get the bracha that
Yitzchak thought he was going to give
to Eisav, that it was G-d's will, and even
G-d's command, according to Onkeles,
to Rivka to “set it up”, then why was
Yaakov punished so severely?

An answer might be suggested in the
form of an analogy. When one has to
take drastic, life-saving treatments -
"serious"” medication, radiation, etc.,
what is done might be absolutely
necessary, but there are often harsh
side-effects.

Continuing the analogy, was there not

a "safer" way for Yaakov to get the
b'racha? Apparently not. If there is a
medication that is effective and

without serious side effects, why would

For whatever
reason(s), the way it went is how it was
meant to go.

The Courage
of Persistence

There is a strange passage in the life of
Yitzchak, ominous in its fore-shadow-

ing of much of later Jewish history. Like
Avraham, Yitzchak finds himself forced
by famine to go to Gerar, in the land of

the Philistines. There, like Avraham, he
senses that his life may be in danger
because he is married to a beautiful

woman. He fears that he will be killed

so that Rivka can be taken into the

harem of king Avimelech. The couple

pass themselves off as brother and
sister. The deception is discovered,
Avimelech is indighant, explanations

are made, and the moment passes.
B'reishit 26 reads almost like a replay of
B'reishit 20, a generation later.

In both cases Avimelech promises the
patriarchs security. To Avraham he said,
"My land is before you; live wherever
you like" (20:15). About Yitzchak, he
commands, "Anyone who molests this
man or his wife shall surely be put to
death” (26:11). Yet in both cases, there
is a troubled aftermath. In B'reishit 21
we read about an argument that arose
over a well that Avraham had dug:
"Then Avraham complained to Avi-
melech about a well of water that Avi-
melekh's servants had seized" (21:25).
The two men make a treaty. Yet, as we
now discover, this was not sufficient to

Our
passage signals the birth of one of the
deadliest of human phenomena, anti-
semitism.

Antisemitism is in some respects
unique. It is, in Robert Wistrich's phrase,
the world's longest hatred. [Robert S.
Wistrich, Anti-Semitism: The Longest
Hatred (New York: Schocken, 1991).]

No other prejudice has lasted so long,
mutated so persistently, attracted such
demonic myths, or had such devas-
tating effects. But in other respects it is
not unique, and we must try to

understand it as best we can.

One of the best books about anti-
semitism, is in fact not about antisemi-
tism at all, but about similar phenom-
ena in other contexts, Amy Chua's
World on Fire. [Amy Chua, World on
Fire: How Exporting Free Market
Democracy Breeds Ethnic Hatred and
Global Instability (New York: Anchor
Books, 2004)]

Her thesis is that any conspicuously
successful minority will attract envy
that may deepen into hate and provoke
violence. All three conditions are
essential. The hated group must be
conspicuous, for otherwise it would not

be singled out. It must be successful,
for otherwise it would not be envied.

And it must be a minority, for otherwise
it would not be attacked.

All three conditions were presentin the
case of Yitzchak. He was conspicuous:
he was not a Philistine, he was different
from the local population as an out-
sider, a stranger, someone with a
different faith. He was successful: his
crops had succeeded a hundredfold, his
flocks and herds were large, and the
people envied him. And he was a
minority: a single family in the midst of
the local population. All the ingredients
were present for the distillation of
hostility and hate.

There is more. Another profound

insight into the conditions that give rise

to antisemitism was given by Hannah
Arendt in her book The Origins of
Totalitarianism (the section has been
published separately as Anti-Semi-
tism). [Hannah Arendt, Anti-Semitism
(part one of The Origins of Totalitarian-
ism), (Harcourt Brace and Company,
1979).]

Hostility to Jews becomes dangerous,
she argued, not when Jews are strong,
but when they are weak.

This is deeply paradoxical because, on
the face of it, the opposite is true. A
single thread runs from the Philistines’
reaction to Yitzchak and Pharaoh's to
the Israelites, to the myth concocted in
the late nineteenth century, known as
The Protocols of the Elders of Zion. [The

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forgery, produced by a Russian journal-
ist at the end of the nineteenth century,
claiming that there was a Jewish con-
spiracy to achieve world domination.
The classic work on the subject is
Norman Cohn, Warrant for Genocide:

It says that Jews are powerful, too
powerful. They control resources. They
are a threat. They must be removed.

Yet, says Arendt, antisemitism did not
become dangerous until they had lost
the power they had once had:

When Hitler came to power, the
German banks were already almost
Judenrein (and it was here that Jews
had held key positions for more than a
hundred years) and German Jewry as a
whole, after a long steady growth in
social status and numbers, was declin-
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ing so rapidly that statisticians pre-
dicted its disappearance in a few
decades. [lIbid., 4]

The same was true in France:

The Dreyfus affair exploded not under

the Second Empire, when French Jewry
was at the height of its prosperity and

influence, but under the Third Republic

when Jews had all but vanished from

important positions. [Ibid., 4-5]

Antisemitism is a complex, protean
phenomenon because antisemites
must be able to hold together two
beliefs that seem to contradict one
another: Jews are so powerful that they
should be feared, and at the same time
so powerless that they can be attacked
without fear.

It would seem that no one could be so
irrational as to believe both of these
things simultaneously. But emotions
are not rational, despite the fact that
they are often rationalised, for there is a
world of difference between rationality
and rationalisation (the attempt to give
rational justification for irrational
beliefs).

So, for example, in the twenty-first
century we can find that (a) Western
media are almost universally hostile to
Israel, and (b) otherwise intelligent
people claim that the media are
controlled by Jews who support Israel:
the same inner contradiction of per-
ceived powerlessness and ascribed
power.

Arendt summarises her thesis in a
single, telling phrase which links her
analysis to that of Amy Chua. What
gives rise to antisemitism is, she says,

the phenomenon of "wealth without
power". That was precisely the position
of Yitzchak among the Philistines.

There is a second aspect of our passage
that has had reverberations through
the centuries: the self-destructive
nature of hate. The Philistines did not
ask Yitzchak to share his water with
them. They did not ask him to teach
them how he (and his father) had
discovered a source of water that they -
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residents of the place - had not. They
did not even simply ask him to move
on. They "stopped up" the wells, "filling
them with earth". This act harmed them
more than it harmed Yitzchak. It
robbed them of a resource that would,
in any case, have become theirs, once
the famine had ended and Yitzchak had
returnedhome.

More than hate destroys the hated, it
destroys the hater. In this case too,
Yitzchak and the Philistines were a
portent of what would eventually
happen to the Israelites in Egypt. By the
time of the plague of locusts, we read:
Pharaoh's offcials said to him, "How
long will this man be a snare to us? Let
the people go, so that they may
worship the Lord their God. Do you not
yet realise that Egypt is ruined?"
(Sh'mot 10:7)
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In effect they said to Pharaoh: you may
think you are harming the Israelites. In
fact you are harming us.

Both love and hate, said Rabbi Shimon
bar Yochai, "upset the natural order"
(mekalkelet et hashurah). [B'reishit
Rabbah 55:8] They are irrational. They
make us do things we would not do
otherwise. In today's Middle East, as so
often before, those intent on destroy-
ing their enemies end by doing great
harm to their own interests, their own
people.

Third, Yitzchak's response remains the
correct one today. Defeated once, he
tries again. He digs another well; this
too yields opposition. So he moves on
and tries again, and eventually finds
peace.

How fitting it is that the town that
today carries the name Yitzchak gave
the site of this third well, is the home of
the Weizmann Institute of Science, the
Faculty of Agriculture of the Hebrew
University, and the Kaplan hospital,
allied to the Medical School of the
Hebrew University. Israel Belkind, one
of the founders of the settlement in
1890, called it Rechovot precisely
because of the verse in our parsha: "He
named it Rechovot, saying, Now the
Lord has given us room and we will
flourish in the land."”

Yitzchak is the least original of the three
patriarchs. His life lacks the drama of
Avraham orthe struggles of Yaakov. We
see in this passage that Yitzchak
himself did not strive to be original. The
text is unusually emphatic on the point:
Yitzchak "reopened the wells that had
been dug in the time of his father

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Avraham, which the Philistines had
stopped up after Avraham died, and he
gave them the same names his father
had given them." Normally we strive to
individuate ourselves by differentiating

ourselves from our parents. We do
things differently, or even if we don't,

we give them different names. Yitzchak
was not like this. He was content to be
a link in the chain of generations,
faithful to what his father had started.

Yitzchak represents the faith of persis-
tence, the courage of continuity. He
was the first Jewish child, and he
represents the single greatest chal-
lenge of being a Jewish child: to
continue the journey our ancestors

began, rather than drifting from it,

thereby bringing the journey to an end

before it has reached its destination.
And Yitzchak, because of that faith, was
able to achieve the most elusive of

goals, namely peace - because he never name - given to him by God Himself

gave up. When one effort failed, he
began again. So it is with all great
achievements: one part originality, nine
partspersistence.

G-d appeared to Yitzchak and He
said: "Do not go down to Egypt...
live in this land and | will be with
you and bless you, for | will give all
these lands to you and to your
descendants'(26:1-3)

The Ramban (to 12:6) presents and
reiterates the fundamental theme of
ma she'ira I'avot siman I'banim: what
happened to the Avot indicates what
will happen to their descendants. For
example Avraham and Sarah left
Canaan and made their way to Egypt
because of the famine, Sara was
taken captive, G-d plagued Par'oh

and his household, and then he and
his people loaded Avraham with
wealth and urged him out of the
country. Similarly Ya'akov and his
family were to move to Egypt for the
same reason, Par'oh and his people
would take them as captives and
then enslave them, G-d would
Impose the plagues, and then the
Egyptians would load the Israelites
with their wealth and urge them out
on their way with all possible speed.

Likewise, as the Ramban elaborates,
G-d told Yitzchak to "live in this land"
(which today would correspond to
coastal areas including Ashdod and
Ashkelon) that was then under
Philistine rather than Canaanite
control, as it was in due course to
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become part of Eretz Israel. It may be
suggested that Yitzchak's settling
there was also a sign to the Israelites
in the future; that they were to
inhabit all areas of Eretz Israel, not
just those lands that were nearest to
the "place that G-d chooses"
(D'varim 12:5). Even that region,
where "the land is difficult and the
indigenous population is difficult"
(Rashi to 26:12).

The Ohr HaChayim follows the
approach of the Ramban, adding
that Yitzchak's farming that land was
performing a kinyan (an act of
acquiring it) for the future. Indeed,
this is the only time that Avot left
their traditional occupation of
pastoral nomads and actually farmed
the land: "Yitzchak sowed in that
land, and in that year he reaped a
hundred-fold; and G-d blessed him"
(26:12). The Ohr HaChayim explains
that the blessing not only included
the extraordinarily rich harvest, but
other good things as well: that the
produce wouldn't suffer the conse-
guences of the envy of the local
populace, and that it would fetch a
good price on the market (Meiri).

Following ma she'ira l'avot siman
I'banim, it can also be suggested that
Yitzchak's experience indicated what
was to happen in the future: when
the Israelites would keep the Torah,
G-d would "... command the
blessing for you in your grain
storehouses and in whatever you do"
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(D'varim  28:8). And
today, those in Jerusalem
doing their Friday
shopping in the Shuk
continue to experience
just that as a weekly
reminder. Indeed, many
people living in Israel on
very modest incomes do
not understand how
they nevertheless man-
age to keep going from
week to week in the face
of the realities of prices

and sudden expenses.

Perhaps indeed: "And
G-d blessed him"
includes his descen-

dants, many of us in-
cluded.n

Ask a Busy Person

I'm fairly certain that you have heard
this saying before: "If you want
something done, ask a busy person
to do it." It is a popular saying and is
attributed to all sorts of "wise

people,” ranging from Benjamin

Franklin to Lucille Ball. Whatever its
original source, I'm convinced that
there is a great measure of truth to it.

Busy people are generally respon-
sible and reliable people. It, there-
fore, makes good sense to entrust
the tasks one wishes to accomplish
to such individuals.

But | think it goes deeper than that. |
think that busy people are always
looking for new challenges, interest-
ing options, and opportunities to use
their intelligence and creativity, and
that is what makes them so valuable.

There are all sorts of reasons why
some individuals are not busy. Some
simply lack opportunity. Others have
been found to be incompetent and,
therefore, are not busy.

But such individuals are not
"opposites" of the busy person. The
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busy person's "opposite" is the
individual who shirks new tasks, who
actively avoids new assignments,
who is reluctant to risk novelty and
uncertainty.

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| recently came across a book
entitted Torat Yitzchak, which
contains a biography of Rabbi
Valdshain, along with a few of the
Torah essays which he had
published in his lifetime. One of
those essays is devoted to this
week's parsha. It is entitled, "The
Devout Person Seeks Obligations".
That title intrigued me, and his
opening paragraphs intrigued me all
the more.

He distinguishes between two types
of religious personalities. One he
calls the "Eagle". Just as the Eagle
flies ever upward toward the sun, so
does the Eagle-personality seek
every opportunity to get closer to
the Almighty's service. He seeks to
learn about religious obligations of
which he was previously ignorant,
and he seeks to become involved in
new religious roles.

The other religious personality type
he terms the "Bat", the person who
not only does not fly toward the sun
but flies in the opposite direction,

away from the sun's rays, toward the
darkness in which he is most com-
fortable. This person is satisfied with
the religious obligations that are

familiar to him and wants to remain
oblivious to the other duties that

might be out there. He is comfort-
able in his current role and does not
wish to even hear of new possibil-
ities, of new religious roles.

Rabbi Valdshain reminds us of a

passage in the Talmud that illus-
trates these two opposite tenden-
cies. Itreads:

The later generations are different
from the earlier ones. The earlier
ones would bring their newly

harvested crops through the wide
front doors of their homes and
courtyards, so that they could
proudly perform the obligation to

tithe their crops. Later generations
brought their crops through

rooftops, alleyways, and side
entrances in order to exempt those
crops from tithes. (Talmud Bavli,
B'rachot 35b, loosely translated.)

The earlier generations were
"Eagles”, flying upward toward the
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sun and performing the good deeds
far beyond the minimal standards.
Later generations deteriorated to the
level of "Bats", doing what they
could to evade, albeit within the
letter of the law, unwanted obliga-
tions.

Rabbi Valdshain elaborates upon the
differences between the two person-
alities. As | understand it, his "Eagle"
is like our busy man, who is ever alert
to new responsibilities, who rises to
every new occasion, and who
constantly broadens the sphere of
his experience.

Of course, Rabbi Valdshain is
concerned with the man who is busy
with religious affairs, but from a
psychological perspective, his analy-
sis can easily be applied to any area
of human activity.

Rabbi Valdshain's "Bat" is not a bad
person. He is a complacent person.
One might even say that he is a
self-satisfied person.

Taking the "Eagle/Bat" metaphor a
bit further, one can say that the
Eagle, because he is open to the
sun's radiance, is open to personal
growth. The Bat, however, hides
from the sun and so denies himself
personal growth opportunities.

For Rabbi Valdshain, this is the key
difference between the Yaakov and
Eisav. Yaakov actively seeks to
“purchase" the role of the firstborn.
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He greatly desires the role of
sacrificial service, the challenges of
leadership, the expansion of his
spirituality, and the opportunities for
reaching out to others.

Eisav, on the other hand, eschews
new responsibilites and new
obligations. He is satisfied with lentil
stew, with the "red stuff’, with his
basic physical needs. Sacrificial
service, the pressures of leadership,
challenging spiritual opportunities -
these are all mere burdens to him.
They are to be "despised".

And so, "he eats and he drinks and
he gets up and he leaves."

These two personality types, the
"Eagle" and the "Bat", reside side by
side within each of us. There are
occasions when we fly upwards to
the sun and become responsible
busy people. There are also,
regrettably, moments when we
withdraw to the dark caverns of our
souls, avoid all sorts of possibilities,
and forfeit growth opportunities.

Rabbi Valdshain, may his memory be
blessed, urges us to be aware of
these tendencies within us all. He
implores us to suppress our inner
"Bat" and permit our inner "Eagle" to
soar.

Who is Yitzchak?

Did you ever read a book and want
to know more about a certain

character? This person is crucial to
the story, but the author hasn't given

you a feel for who they are. Not
every book is like War and Peace or
Les Miserables, where you know
more about every character than you
ever wanted to know. For example,
wouldn't you like to know more

adventures? Or, for that matter, Aunt
Lucy, who raised Paddington and
taught him about England? | love

that furry guy as much as he loves
marmalade. These are important
characters in whole series of books
and we barely scratch the surface of
their back story. | feel that way about
our Patriarch, Yitzchak. He's the one
in the middle, who gets lost in the

shuffle. We know he's really
important, but we're not sure exactly

why.

Avraham is featured in 14 chapters
of Breishit and Ya'akov appears in
more than half the book, 26 out of

the latter portion of Breishit Yosef is
the main character, Ya'akov con-
tinues to dominate much of the
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action. Then there's Yitzchak. He
appears in six chapters, but is mostly
a secondary character even in those
six. He's even overshadowed in the
long description of his shidduch, by
Avraham's unnamed servant, no less.
It's hard to get dominated by

anonymity, but Yitzchak managed it.

In the end, there's only one chapter
in  which Yitzchak is the main

character, and, so we turn to that
difficult episode to investigate our

hero.

In chapter 26, there is a famine just
as happened to his father, and is,
sadly, a feature of living on the edge
of the desert. Yitzchak assumes that
he will go down to Egypt, just like
dad. But God says, 'No!" This is the
only time the Bible records direct
communication between God and
Yitzchak, and it counters the central
tenet of his life: Emulate your father.

Instead he goes to Gerar, where the
king, Avimelech abducts Rivka. After
the difficult interaction  with
Avimelech, which was similar to his
father's experience with this fellow,
he surveys his scene. What he
notices is that the wells Avraham
had dug have been filled in. There
are many interpretations of what
these wells represent. Perhaps it
hints at the Torah his father taught,
maybe sustaining the world with
spirituality or that his father made
physical improvements to the land.
As Freud said, 'Sometimes a well is
just a well." In any case, Yitzchak
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desires to return the land to its
appearance in the time of Avraham,
but it doesn't go well (get the pun?).
The first well digging brings a
confrontation with the neighbors,
and is called ESEK, which means
‘involvement’. He was getting
involved with the locals, but they
undid his efforts. The second well is
worse, true enmity is aroused, and is
called SITNA or 'hatred'. Finally, he
digs a well and he is left alone and
he calls it RECHOVOT, or 'broad
spaces'.

What did Yitzchak expect? He
initially called the wells by the names
his father used. | believe that he
wanted to be a major force for good
in the community, just like dad. In
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the end, the best he could hope for
was peace and benign neglect from
his neighbors. He was never going to
be the dynamic, charismatic leader
of men his father was.

There was one area in which he
believed that he could improve
upon his father's performance.
Yitzchak regretted the alienation of
Yishmael, for which he felt
responsible. When he met Rivka
falling off her camel, he was coming
from Be'er Lechai Ro'i, which is
apparently where Yishmael lived.
And after he buried Avraham
together with Yishmael, he went
back to live there. He wanted a
reconciliation, which never hap-
pened. He was adamant that this
wouldn't happen to his family.

Fast forward to chapter 27 verse 33.
Eisav has just come from the field
with the delicacies which Yitzchak
loved. But the blessing of wealth and
power had already been granted to
Ya'akov. The verse records that he
'trembled a great trembling'. What
caused this violent reaction to the
misappropriation of blessings? Rashi
records the Midrash that he
shuddered so, because the maws of
Gehennom opened beneath him. |
think that he realized that Ya'akov
and Eisav were in a worse filial

relationship that even he and
Yishmael. There would be no area in
which he could improve on
Avraham.

So, what is the great accomplish-
ment of Yitzchak? What earned him
his place in the exclusive list of
Patriarchs? In a word, continuity.

It wasn't a shortcoming to constantly
strive to emulate Avraham. It is
exactly what the nation needed at

that moment in history. It's not easy
to be an And Son. Many offspring
throughout history ran away from

the accomplishments and innova-

tions of their famous parents.

Yitzchak understood that for the

Abrahamic revolution to endure

there must be continuity. Without

that, his father's legacy would have
been a footnote, God forbid. About

500 years after Avraham, Pharaoh
Achnaton attempted to bring a form

of monotheism (based on the sun
god, Aton) to Egypt. It failed because
the next generation didn't commit to

the innovation. Revolutions often

succeed or fail based on the
behavior of the next in line.

Today, in our generation, we need
more Yitzchak. Yitzchak represents
the character trait of GEVURA
(strength), because he held fast to
his positions. After losing much of a
generation to the Holocaust, we

need the steadfast character of
Yitzchak to carry on and keep the
flame Avraham lit alive. Even here in
Israel, more than we need innova-
tion, we need preservation. So, in the
final analysis who is Yitzchak? He is
us. And may we be true to his

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Support Groups Rabbi Gideon Weitzman

| recently returned from the Annual Meeting of the American Society for Reproductiv
Medicine that was held this year in Denver. Almost ten thousand people gathere
from all over the world for several days to learn about new research and to discu
fertility from ascientific, medical and psychologicalangle.

| have attended these meetings for several years and itis fascinating to gofrom beir
one of the only people wearing a kippah to today where there are many. Some a
counselors and Rabbis, some are physicians and medical professionals and some w
in drug companies and other connected industries. The Jewish community is showir
a greater interest in fertility and is interested in learning more about the available
technologies and to meetthe expertsin the field.

In the nextfew weeks we will discuss some of the interesting lectures and papers the
were presented. One paper presented by a group from Connecticut compare
professionally lead support groups to those run by lay people. The former seems to
more attractive since the attendees gain from the knowledge and expertise of the
professional. The lay-run group can lack professional guidance but does offer pe:
supportby other people undergoingfertility treatment.

The paper looked at an in-house internet based group run by two women who are n
medical professionals. Unlike professionally run groups that find itdifficult to recruit
participants, their groupwas constantly well attended for overtenyears.

They asked 82 women abouttheir preference for the lay-lead or the professionally rt
group. 82% of the women were more comfortable attending the lay group, 74% likec
having somewhere to go to in the evenings and 82% liked the free dinners at the
meetings. Almost half of the women felt that there is a stigma associated with
psychotherapy and so the lay-lead group presented less of a problem for them.

These findings are important for professionals dealing with couples undergoing
fertility treatment but also contain a message for other communal forum such as
synagogues. Each community contains couples that are undergoing fertility
treatment and they may well be looking for a forum to share their concerns, fears an
feelings. This does not have to be run by a professional and, in fact, it may b
preferable that it be lay-run. Women may just be looking for a place to come and tal
and eat together with other people who are non-judgmental and just offer a friendly
wordand camaraderie.

Highlights from "The Israel Bible"

Yahrzeit of David Ben Gurion a"h

David Ben-Gurion (1886-1973) was
born in Poland and immigrated to Israel

in 1906. He is considered Israel's
“founding father", as he formally

declared the establishment of the State
on May 14, 1948, and was the first to
sign the Israeli Declaration of Indepen-
dence which he helped write. Ben-

Gurion was the first Prime Minister of
the State of Israel, serving from May
1948 - January 1954, and again from
November 1955 - June 1963.

In a speech given in 1944 to a
gathering of youth groups in Haifa,

David Ben Gurion referred to the the
following verse as an example of how
Judaism serves as a paradigm of a
society built on morality, peace and

love:

You shall not take vengeance or bear a
grudge against your countrymen. Love
your fellow as yourself: | am Hashem
(Vayikra 19:18)

Ben Gurion said: "Ours was a tiny nation
inhabiting a small country, and there
have been many tiny nations and many
small countries, but ours was a tiny
nation possessed of a great spirit; an
inspired people that believed in its
pioneering mission to all men, in the
mission that had been preached by the
prophets of Israel. This people gave the
world great and eternal moral truths
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and commandments. This people rose
to prophetic visions of the unity of the
Creator with His creation, of the dignity
and infinite worth of the individual
because every man is created in the
divine image, of social justice, universal
peace, and love: 'Thou shalt love thy
neighbor as thyself.'" This people was
the first to prophesy about 'the end of
days', the first to see the vision of a new
human society."

Even though Ben-Gurion was not a
religious Jew, he was deeply influenced
by the Bible, which had a profound
impact on his outlook and his actions
on behalf of the Jewish State.

Golda Meir (1898-1978) was born in
Kiev, and immigrated first to the United
States and then to Israel in 1921. She
served as Israel's fourth Prime Minister
from March 1969 - June 1974, the only
woman to have held this position to
date.

And who is like Your people Yisrael, a
unigue nation on Earth, whom Hashem
went and redeemed as His people,
winning renown for Yourself for great
and marvelous deeds, driving out
nations before Your people whom You
redeemed from Egypt (Divrei Hayamim
Alef 17:21)

In this verse, Israel is referred to not
only as a "people" but as a "singular
nation on earth." Throughout history,
the unique character of the Jewish
people has been variously described,
by friend and foe alike, as a people, a
nation, a religion and even a race. It is
hard to pin down the exact nature of
the Jewish people, but it certainly
seems to contain elements of both
nationality and spirituality that deeply
connect Jews with one another.

During the first bloody week of the
Yom Kippur War in 1973, a soldier
stationed on the Golan Heights asked
Prime Minister Golda Meir about the
many casualties Israel had suffered, "I
know we will win, but is all our sacrifice
worthwhile?" The Prime Minister
replied, "If our sacrifices are for our-
selves, then no. But if for the sake of the
whole Jewish people, then | believe
with all my heart that any price is
worthwhile." Her message was that the
State of Israel would serve as a safe
haven not only for Israelis, but for the
entire People of Israel all over the
world. Indeed, "who is like Your people
Yisrael?"

Orla: Part Four
Orla Fruit 1s Forbidden Outside

of Israel Too!

What an oxymoron: ORLA is a mitzva tied to the Land of Israel, so how could it
apply abroad?!

The Mishna (Kidushin 1:9) states that ORLA is an exception: "All mitzvot tied to
the Land of Israel apply only in the Land ... except for ORLA and kilei hakerem
[which also apply abroad]."

The Gemara (Kidushin 39a) goes so far as to state:

Whoever says that ORLA does not apply outside the Land of Israel will have
neither child nor grandchild "who casts line for the lot in the congregation of
Hashem" (Micha 2:5) ... ORLA outside the Land of Israel is a precept
transmitted to Moshe at Sinai.

ORLA in the Land of Israel is a biblical prohibition, while abroad it is a halacha
L'Moshe miSinai (closer to d'oraita severity than d'rabanan). Both Rambam and
Shulchan Aruch rule accordingly.

However, there is a major difference inside and outside the Land of Israel when
it comes to safek ORLA: if ORLA status is in doubt outside of Israel, it is
permitted (Mishna ORLA 3:9, also Shulchan Aruch §294:9).

Abroad, as long as | don't actually see the fruit being harvested from an ORLA
tree, | may eat it. While | may not eat fruit from my tree during its ORLA years,
outside Israel if someone gives me fruit from their tree - even if it might be
ORLA - it is still permissible to eat. And if | buy fruit from a store, | can eat it
even if | know that the vast majority of fruit is ORLA.

There aren't many Jewish farmers living outside Israel, and many Jews live in
apartment buildings and don't have gardens with trees. This is why, | believe,
most observant Jews are not aware of the prohibition, although it definitely
applies abroad.

Rashi - | do not know what "the mother
of Yaakov and Eisav" [a seemingly
redundant description of Rivka] comes to
teach us.

Gur Arye - Yitzchak understood that
one of his sons needed to be free of
defect in his offspring, to have a
“complete bed" [Torat Kohanim, Vayikra
26:42]. Consider that Avraham's trait was
kindness and Yitzchak's trait was justice,
and both of these greats produced
defective sons. Yaakov steered the middls
course - his trait was truth, which does
not incline to the left or to the right.

Yitzchak knew Yaakov would incorporate
his own trait with those of his father and
grandfather, and the result would be a
"complete bed". Rivka was the one wh
experienced during her pregnancy the
struggle of the opposing forces of her
twins, and was able to differentiate the
good from the evil. Yitzchak conceded
that Rivka, and, by extension, her family
could remove that which was defective
and extract the purified product. This
was the hope of Yitzchak - that Yaakov,
would marry Lavan's daughters and

produce the blessed, purified seed. The

description of Rivka as "mother of
Yaakov and Eisav" teaches us that by
recognizing the evil nature of her son
Eisav, she purified the Jewish People. Th

How often will people say to you "I
do not know' something? Most
people are very busy trying to show
others what, and how much they
know.

But Rashi, the master commentator
on the Torah and Talmud, tells us
this week EINI YODEIA MA M'LAM-
DEINU - | do not know what it
teaches us."

Many praise him for his display of
humility and his literal fulfillment of
what is written in Pirkei Avot as one
of the seven traits of a wise man
(5:8) "regarding that which he had
not understood he says, | do not
understand it".

But Nechama Leibowitz pushes us to
learn more from these four words
written by Rashi. She asks why did
Rashi tell us he doesn't know? He
could have just not written anything
on these words. He doesn't write an
explanation for every word in the
Torah. What was he trying to teach
us by telling us that he didn't know?

The verse in question talks about
Yitzchak sending Yaakov to Padan
Aram, to Lavan, the son of Betuel the
Aramite, the brother of Rivka, mother
of Yaakov and Eisav (28:5). Rashi
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tells us that he doesn't understand
why the verse needs to tell us that
Rivka is the mother of Yaakov and
Eisav? This is completely superflu-
ous since the whole portion deals
with the relationship of Rivka with
"Eisav, her elder son" and "Yaakov,
her younger son". We know that she
is their mother already so why does
the Torah have to tell us again in our
verse?

We know that each word in the
Torah is important and comes to
teach us something new, but Rashi
could not find the purpose for the last
three words of this verse. But why
did he feel the need to tell us this?
Why not just write nothing? Rashi
himself couldn't find a reason for
those three words, but he was
convinced that they are there for a
purpose. By telling us that he didn't
know the reason, he was challenging
all commentators and scholars to
search for the answer. As a true
educator, he wanted all of us to
probe deeper into the verse of the
Torah, and labor till we find the
answer. (Try looking in Rashbam,
Chizkuni and Eim LeMikra for
answers given by commentators who
took Rashi's challenge.

SINCE WE TALKED ABOUT
Rivka being Yaakov and Eisav's
mother, here is one of my mother's
recipes. For all of you who still eat

turkey on Thanksgiving this makes a
nice side dish.

SWEET POTATO
STUFFED ORANGES

3-4 Oranges

3 Sweet potatoes peeled and cut
into large pieces

Y%-2 Thsp sugar or honey (to taste)
Pinch of salt
Cinnamon (to taste)

Olive oll

Peel and boil sweet potatoes until
tender. Drain and mash them up.
Add sugar or honey and a pinch of
salt. Cut oranges in half. Remove
orange flesh and add the orange
juice and flesh to the sweet potato
mixture. You can leave some orange
fruit pieces attached to the orange
peel. Be sure to discard seeds. Mix
well till there's no lumps. Taste for
seasoning. Place orange halves in
an oven safe dish. Fill each to the
brim with sweet potato filling.
Sprinkle with cinnamon and spray
with a bit of olive oil. For a bit of a
different taste you can add a bit of
maple syrup or tamari sauce to the
sweet potato mixture. To make it
fancy you can top each one with a
marshmallow that melts on top as
you bakeit. N

The past Parshiyot have described how Brother, Yaakov’ (B'reishit27:41).
Yitzchak is chosen to be the next
patriarch even though Yishmael was
Avraham’s first-born. In this week’s
Parsha, this already familiar theme plays

This week’s Parsha continues with the
Torah’'s exploration of the theme of

B'chora vs B'racha: From the very
beginning of Sefer B'reishit we have
seen that the first-born is not always the
most qualified candidate to carry on the
family’s mission (e.g. Kayin and Hevel).

Out of respect for his father, Eisav was
willing to temporarily postpone his plans
for revenge, thinking as the Radak
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writes, that Yitzchak’s “end is approach-
ing. | will wait for him to die and then
kil my brother so as not to cause my
fathergrief!”

Towards the end of the Parsha we find
that the two spurned siblings - Eisav and
Yishmael - join forces: “And Eisav went
to Yishmael, and took unto the wives
that he had, Machalat the daughter of
Yishmael... to be his wife” (B'reishit
28:9). A joint dynasty is formed uniting
the house of Eisav with the house of
Yishmael their mutual grievances
surely reinforcing one another...

Eisav’'s plans for revenge are further
thwarted by Rivka Imeinu’'s sagacious
move sending her beloved son far away,
and thus physically separating the two.
Fearing Eisav’'s sense of rage and
animosity, she convinces Yitzchak that
he should direct Yaakov to travel to her
own family in order to find an
appropriate, non-Canaanite bride.

Interestingly, it was this blessing that
motivated Eisav to search out a potential
partner from amongst Yishmael's

daughters. Eisav heard how Yitzchak
blessed Yaakov, sending him to
Padan-Aram, to find a wife with the

stipulation that: 'Thou shalt not take a
wife of the daughters of Canaan
(B'reishit 28:6). As the Rashbam

explains, the blessing in question was the
blessing of inheriting Eretz Yisrael, and
Eisav realizes that his present Hittite
wives rob him of the opportunity to

receive a share of the land. This

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In the competition between the
brothers Eisav and Yaakov, Eisav
originally downplays any long-range
view of the situation. He demands
immediate gratification and is
therefore more than willing to
relinquish his birthright - whichis only
a long-range asset - in favor of an
immediate bowl of hot lentils. As the
Torah dutifully records for us in this
week's reading, Eisav will come to
regret this youthful decision later in
life. But, like almost all of us, he will
put the blame for the mistake on
others - on the shrewdness of Yaakov
taking advantage of him - rather than
on his own error and weakness.

By blaming Yaakov for what was his
own short-sidedness, Eisav com-
pounds the original error of judg-

ment on his part. After having tasted
all the immoral pleasures of life, and
after a career of violence, Eisav
remains unfulfilled, unhappy and

frustrated. He now longs for the

blessing and approval of his old
father, a person who he has long
treatedasbeingcompletelyirrelevant

The Torah always deals with
eternal standards and never bows to
current themes and ideas no matter
how attractive they may seem at the
time.

Every generation feels that it
discovers new ways to propel

humanity and civilization forward.

Somehow, we always feel ourselvesto
be wiser than our elders, smarter than
our ancestors. But, if one makes an
honest review of human history, it

becomesclear thatthe true principles
of civilization - morality, kindness,
education and individual freedom -

remain constant through- out the

story of humankind. Deviations from

these principles, in the hope of
achieving a utopian society, have
always resulted in tragedy and
destruction.

The cry of Eisav reverberates through
the halls of world history. And, what
makes it most pathetic is that what
Eisav is searching for can easily be
found in what he himself has
previously discarded and denigrated.

But, it is always the egotistical hubris
of humankind that prevents it from
seriously and logically examining its
situation and thoughts. One has to
admit to past errors and to restore
oneself to the path of goodness and
righteousness, which alone can lead
to a lasting feeling of happiness and
accomplishmentinthisworld.

Eisav would like to be Yaakov, but
without having to behave with the
restraint and outlook on life thatis the
most central point of reference in the
life and behavior of Yaakov. It is as
Justice Brandeis once put it: “l would
like to have the serenity and peace of
the Sabbath but without its
restraints.” It is dealing with that
fallacy of thought that makes Yaakov
Yaakov and Eisav Eisa%.)

Why does Yitzchak want to bless Eisav rather than Yaacov? Did he not know
that Eisav was wicked and that Yaacov was righteous? There are many [deep
answers to this question that appears in this week's Portion, but here is{pne
beautiful idea by Rabbi *Rabbi Chaim Ben Atar (the "Ohr HaChayim"):

Yitzchak was not confused and did not make a mistake. He saw deepl | and
recognized the good that was within Eisav. He thought that this violgnt
hunter could be redirected in a positive direction. And so, he wrote:

"Yitzchak wanted to bless the wicked Eisav because he thought fhat
through the blessings Eisav would become good and improve his behayvjor,
because righteous people hurt when their sons do evil things, and Yitzchak
tried to do him good, and he might have succeeded in that."

Please pay attention to the last few words: "he might have succeedgd".

Yitzchak our father teaches us how to be fathers and
mothers, and he believed that even Eisav can change.
With the right attitude, with a blessing and a prayer, with

outreach and love - Yitzchak might have succeeded in
changing Eisav.

Yaakov Rescued Avraham
Adapted from Midbar Shur, pp. 289-292

According to an intriguing Midrash

(Tanchuma Toldot 4), Avraham would
not have made it out of his hometown

of Ur Casdim alive were it not for the
intervention of his grandson Yaakov.
King Nimrod ordered Avraham to be
thrown into a fiery furnace because of
Avraham’s rejection of idolatry. But
Yaakov came to the rescue, as it says:

“So said God to the House of Yaakov
who redeemed Avraham: Yaakov will
not be ashamed, nor will his face
becomepale.”(Yeshayahu29:22)

[The simple reading of the verse
interprets the phrase “who redeemed
Avraham” to refer back to God, not to
Yaakov]

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Real-life Rescues

Inspiring Stories of United Hatzalah First Responders

Saving A Life In Honor Of Mother Wha

Itai Gafni is an experienced EMT with United Hatzalah but a fairly new
ambucycle driver. Itai hails from Shlomi, a remote community in Northern
Israel adjacent to the border with Lebanon.

Back in 1992, Itai lost his mother, a cardiac patient suffering from acute
respiratory distress. The tragedy was likely preventable; unfortunately, it took
the ambulance crew 47 minutes to arrive. By then it was too late and Itai's
mother, unfortunately, passed away.

After his mother’s death, Itai vowed to do his part to help others in similar
situations. His volunteer call number is 1992 in a tribute to his mother. Due to
his presence in the outlying community, he helps reduce response times and
saves lives.

Two weeks ago, United Hatzalah Dispatch and Command Center alerted Itai to
an elderly woman in his area who was struggling to breathe. The devoted
volunteer immediately raced out to the given location on his ambucycle, sirens
blaring. He was the first to arrive on the scene in just 90 seconds.

Dashing inside, Itai found the

92-year-old woman barely conscious,
gasping desperately for air. The expert
EMT administered high-flow oxygen,
took vital signs and carefully monitored
his patient’'s return to full conscious-
ness. When the ambulance arrived 10
minutes later, Itai assisted the crew in
transferring the now-stabilized patient.

She was whisked off to the nearest
emergency room for further definitive

care.

Due to Itai’'s rapid arrival and
intervention, the woman was able to
make a full recovery.
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
